The Institute is a non-degree granting postsecondary institution.  It does not award credit hours towards a degree.  However, it may accept transfer of hours completed at other postsecondary institutions.  Students requesting transfer of hours must present transcripts of previous study for evaluation.  After transcript evaluation, the Institute may grant a transfer for hours completed in an approved course or program from another licensed or registered school or from a registered program at a degree-granting institution or other recognized postsecondary institution, at the discretion of the school's President or designee.  A student who successfully transfers hours from another institution has only to successfully complete the number of approved instructional hours for the program, minus the number of transfer hours the Institute has granted for previous study.  The Institute adjusts tuition accordingly.

The Institute’s publishes information regarding transfer of hours in the school’s Catalog in Section VI, “Transfer of Hours.”
