Born in Columbia in 1951, Luis Monje has lived in New York City since 1976.  His first American solo exhibit was in 1997 at the 678 Gallery in New York City.  Since then, he has exhibited in many individual and group shows in the North America, Latin America, Europe, and Asia.  His work also appears in several public and private collections.   





Luis Monje attributes much of the early influences on his work to his childhood with his grandfather, a cabinetmaker whose workshop inspired Luis with its smells, shapes, and creativity.  From  his service in the Colombian navy, he absorbed the beauty of the sea and sky in ways that would influence his later open and abstract artistic renderings.  His formal training includes a Bachelor’s  degree in fine arts from City College as well as study at the School of Visual Arts and Arts Student League in New York City.
